NSW Companion Card

What is a Companion Card?

If you have a significant, lifelong disability and require attendant care for the rest of your life, a Companion Card will allow you to participate in community activities and events  without discrimination.

This means you will no longer be required to pay two admission or booking fees in order to take your attendant carer with you to participating venues and events.

How does it work?

You need to complete an application form, fill it out and return it to Companion Card. If you are eligible, a card with your photograph on it will be issued to you.

You could then present your Companion Card when booking or purchasing a ticket at participating events and venues, provided you require attendant care support to participate in that particular activity.

The venue would then issue you with a second ticket for your companion at no charge.

Who can apply for a card?

The Companion Card is for people with a profound disability who always require an attendant carer to support their participation in community activities and venues. 

Companion Cards will not be issued in the name of a companion or carer – a card will only be issued in the name of the person who has a lifelong disability.

A Companion Card will be issued to people who are assessed as meeting all of the following eligibility criteria –

· you are a resident of NSW

· you have a severe or profound disability

· you are unable to participate in most community-based activities without significant assistance with mobility, communication, self care, planning and the use of aids and other technologies does not meet those needs

· your level of support is lifelong

The Companion Card is not provided to people who require social support, assurance or encouragement. 

How do I apply?

First, you need to request an  application form by calling 1800 893 044, or by going to the website 
www.companioncard.org.au and downloading a form.

Alternatively , you can call the IDEAS office on 1800 029 904 or email ideas@ideas.org.au to request an  application form.

Participating organisations will recognise valid Companion Cards.

Draft Disability (Access to Premises) Standards

In December 2008, the Federal Government tabled the much               anticipated Draft Disability (Access to Premises) Standards 2009 (“Premises Standards”) in Federal Parliament. The Draft Premises Standards are the result of many years of work to marry the              principles of equitable access referred to by the Disability                         Discrimination Act 1992 (“DDA”), with the technical provisions for the design and construction of buildings and other structures in the regulations of the Building Code of Australia (“Building Code”).

Until now, without Premises Standards covering accessibility being included in the Building Code, the only official avenue available to address access barriers in building structure and design has been to make a complaint under the DDA after the event. This process can be costly and stressful for the individual bringing about a complaint, and has proved slow to bring systematic change in eliminating old or new barriers to equitable access.  

After seven years in development, the Australian Building Codes Board and the Australian Human Rights Commission worked together over the past year to finalise the Draft Premises Standards for Parliament. Adoption of the Premises Standards will lead to amendments of the Building Code to give technical certainty in the design and construction of new premises so that they can meet agreed standards of access. 

In tabling the Draft Premises Standards, the Attorney-General (the Hon Robert McClelland, MP) said: “The Premises Standards … will ensure that people with disability have improved access to a wide range of public buildings. Improved building access will give           people with mobility, vision and hearing impairments greater opportunities to access employment and other services, helping them to better connect with family, friends and the local                   community. Greater accessibility of public buildings will also benefit older Australians with mobility constraints – which is increasingly important as our population ages.”

What happens next? 

The Government referred the Draft Disability (Access to Premises) Standards 2009 to a House Committee for a final public consultation. The Committee took submissions from interested persons in January and February, and is scheduled to report back to Parliament in the first half of 2009.

The Otway Fly

The Otway Fly is a tree top walk  ocated in temperate rainforest 500 metres above sea level. Bordering the Great Otway National Park, the Otway Fly Tree Top Walk & Cafe are set in 85 hectares of land deep within in the Otway’s old growth forest. It is the world's longest and highest at 600 metres long and an amazing 47 metres high. The Visitors Centre and viewing platform are at ground level with the Walk 500mtrs downhill. A buggy is available to use for those able to transfer. The walk itself is a 1.9 kilometre round trip and takes               approximately 45 minutes to 1 hour to complete.

The Otway Fly provides a unique and challenging experience for visitors of all ages at all times of the year. The view is breathtaking and it is well worth the visit.

To visit the Fly you will find it’s location to be 15 minutes drive from Lavers Hill, 45 minutes from Apollo Bay and 40 minutes from Colac.

CAPE Otway Lightstation

CAPE Otway Lightstation is the oldest surviving lighthouse in mainland Australia. The light has been in continuous operation since 1848 and is perched upon towering sea cliffs over looking Bass Strait and the Southern Ocean. For thousands, Cape Otway was their first sight of land after many months at sea.

Just off the Great Ocean Road through magnificent forest you’ll find the Cape Otway Lighthouse. Driving through the forest you are sure to see Koalas up in the trees.

The Light house grounds have many historic features including a radar bunker and the site of Australia's first submarine cable link which was laid between Cape Otway and Launceston.

There is wheelchair access available to many parts of the site with some assistance, although access to the top of the lighthouse is via a traditional circular staircase.

The Twelve Apostles

The Twelve Apostles are among the many sights along the Great Ocean Road, these well known giant rock stacks rise majestically from the Southern Ocean and are the              remnants from constant erosion of the limestone cliffs of the mainland.  They are a central feature of the rugged Port Campbell National Park.

Boardwalks, tracks, and viewing areas have been built to ensure spectacular views of the Twelve Apostles and Loch Ard Gorge. A paved walking track goes from the car park and toilet block under the Great Ocean Road to the various viewing platforms.


The Twelve Apostles are located just east of Port Campbell, along the Great Ocean Road.

Personal Health Diary (Guide to calling an ambulance)

A Personal Health Diary is something for you to fill in with your personal details & leave on the fridge or next to your telephone, as these are the areas an ambulance officer will look first.

Also record the details of your medical history, allergies &                   medications including details of any previous or on-going conditions (eg Heart Attack, 2002). Always keep this information up to date.

Calling an Ambulance

· When you dial 000 for a medical emergency an operator will ask which service you require: Police, Fire or Ambulance. Ask for Ambulance.

· You will be asked a standard set of questions by the operator which will assist us in responding an ambulance to you as quickly as possible.

· Stay calm and speak slowly.

Information needed by 000 call     takers.

· What is the exact address of the emergency?

· What is the phone number you are calling from? 

· What is the problem, tell me exactly what happened?

· How old us she or he?

· Is he or she conscious?

· Is he or she breathing?

Once you have answered these questions, the most appropriate ambulance resource will be dispatched.

Don’t hang up until the operator has obtained the required information.

Have your details ready. It is important that adults & children know how to call 000 & provide personal information such as name, address & phone number for both home & holiday locations.

Give clear details, remember landmarks eg. Yellow house with a blue fence. Try to have someone wait for the ambulance or turn on an outside light.

While you are waiting for an ambulance collect any medications ready for the ambulance officers. Have your personal health diary ready to give them as well.

A lot of communication about fashion is expressed through visual media including glossy magazines, newspapers, television, billboards and displays in shop windows.  Many people with low vision must rely on family and friends when it comes to choosing garments to wear and buying new clothes.  “Fashionable Eye for the Blind Guy… & Gal” promotes independence by providing the latest fashion information in an accessible format.

As “Fashionable Eye for the Blind Guy… & Gal” has gained much popularity since its first publication, the editor has worked with other writers to develop a website for the  e-magazine.

At www.FashionableEye.com you will find the latest edition along with previous editions of the e-magazine, letters from the editor and information about the site including profiles of its        creators and writers.  Also found on the website is “Fashionable Eye Global” and “Fashionable Eye Lifestyle”, two new branches looking at fashion abroad and reviews of local recreation activities.

The website has been developed specifically considering the                     accessibility requirements of people with low vision.  It works well with both screen readers such as JAWS and screen magnification programs such as ZoomText.  

There is a link on the site providing details on how to increase and decrease the font size. The contrast is good, with white writing on a black background. There are graphics for users who have more vision, and captions of these are provided for those unable to see them. Navigation around the site has been made easy for both keyboard and mouse users.  

This free resource is released at the beginning of each season and has gained attention from newspapers and radio stations across the state.

The suitcases may be borrowed free-of-charge and are titled Red case: myths and rituals which includes works that reflect spiritual beliefs from a range of cultures; Yellow case; form, space, design  reflects a range of art making processes and Blue case: Technology.
